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The Council for Education Policy, Research and Improvement (CEPRI) was created as an independent office
under the Office of Legislative Services by the 2001 Legislature (Section 1008.51, Florida Statutes). The
Council serves as a citizen board for independent policy research and analysis and is composed of five
members appointed by the Governor and two members appointed by the Speaker of the House and two
members appointed by the President of the Senate. The Council’s statutory responsibilities include the
following:
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Prepare and submit to the Florida Board of Education a long-range master plan for education. The plan
must include consideration of the promotion of quality, fundamental educational goals, programmatic
access, needs for remedial education, regional and state economic development, international education
programs, demographic patterns, student demand for programs, and needs of particular subgroups of the
population, implementation of innovative techniques and technology, and requirements of the labor
market.

Prepare and submit for approval by the Florida Board of Education a long-range performance plan for
K-20 education in Florida and annually review and recommend improvement in the implementation of
the plan.

Annually report on the progress of public schools and postsecondary education institutions toward
meeting educational goals and standards as defined by s. 1008.31.

Provide public education institutions and the public with information on the K-20 education
accountability system, recommend refinements and improvements, and evaluate issues pertaining to
student learning gains.

On its own initiative or in response to the Governor, the Legislature, the Florida Board of Education, or
the Commissioner of Education, issue reports and recommendations on matters relating to any education
sectof.

By January 1, 2003, and on a 3-year cycle thereafter, review and make recommendations to the
Legislature regarding the activities of research centers and institutes supported with state funds to assess
return on the State’s investment in research conducted by public postsecondary education institutions, in
coordination with the Leadership Board of Applied Research and Public Services.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The primary purpose of this analysis was assessing the need for new or expanded apprenticeship and
other workforce training programs. Using the best available data resources, the Agency for
Workforce Innovation and the Council for Education Policy, Research and Improvement have
identified potential areas of under- and over-supply of training opportunities for all 24 workforce
regions in Florida. In addition, the agencies have examined the employment outcomes for program
completions from apprenticeship and district and community college programs.

Recommendation

It is the recommendation of these agencies that the enclosed data analysis be used by the regional
workforce boards, local education providers, and local economic development organizations, to
assess the needs of their region.

0O These organizations should validate these results based on what they know about their
region, supplementing it with information on private providers of workforce training.

0 The assessment should consider the long-term view when considering regional needs for
training.

O They should think regionally and consider the contributions of neighboring counties toward
meeting the needs of their workforce region.

With careful consideration of this data, AWI and CEPRI believe that regional planning for
workforce training opportunities can be improved. Decisions regarding local program expansion
should be driven by a variety of factors, including but not limited to, program expansion and
operational costs, cost-benefit analysis (i.e., cost per completion), and the overall economic benefit
to the state and to the program completer.

Conclusions

Overall, the supply-demand analysis, workforce needs analysis, and employment outcome analysis
have identified interesting trends and results from Florida's workforce training system. As the state
focused on the need for high wage, high skill workers to fill Florida’s workforce needs, public and
private training providers have responded to this call by directing their efforts toward meeting these
needs. However, opportunities still exist for meeting current and future needs. An examination of
the primary conclusions of this analysis will assist local workforce development boards, training
providers and economic development organizations when considering future training needs.

Among the most critical considerations are the following:

Q Potential opportunities exist for program expansion in all regions of state. A careful
analysis of any potential under- and over-supply must consider the size of the gap between




openings and completions and whether existing programs have room for expansion or a new
program is warranted. The contribution from private providers should also be assessed
prior to making plans for program expansion.

Apprenticeship and certificate program completers produce considerable “value-
added” benefits for their students and Florida’s economy. An examination of pre-
completion and post-completion earnings reveals that program completers from both types
of programs experienced considerable increase in average quarterly earnings. For example,
the largest increase in earnings, pre- to post-completion, was for electrical power-line
installers/repairers. An apprenticeship completer in this program had an average quartetly
earnings increase of $8,443 from 1996 to 2000, or more than $33,000 per year. Similarly,
district/college completers in electrical power-line programs had a mean quartetly earnings
increase of $4,164.

Completers of apprenticeship programs have post-completion earnings exceeding
those of district and community college completers, but the gap narrows over time.
For example, the gap in post-completion earnings between apprenticeship and
district/college completers for electrician programs was more than $2,000 immediately
following completion, but narrows to about $900 after three years.

A clear gender gap exists in the apprenticeship programs and their related district
and community college counterparts. Of all apprenticeship completers in 1999-00, only
18 percent of apprenticeship completers were female. However, when child care workers
are excluded, females compose less than 2 percent of apprenticeship completers and about 5
percent of completers in similar programs offered by community colleges and districts. This
gap has a significant impact on the earnings of male and female completers of apprenticeship
training,.




INTRODUCTION

Legislative Charge

The Agency for Workforce Innovation (AWI) and the Council for Education Policy, Research and
Improvement (CEPRI) were directed to conduct a needs analysis for apprenticeship and workforce
education programs in House Bill 769. Statutory language in Chapter No. 2004-357 amends s.
1011.83, Florida Statutes, as follows:

The Agency for Workforce Innovation and the Council for Education Policy Research and Improvement
(CEPRI) shall conduct a joint study on the need for new and expanded apprenticeship and other workforce
education programs within each workforce region. The study shall include all apprenticeship programs
registered  pursuant to chapter 446, Florida Statutes. A specific emphasis shall be placed upon
apprenticeships in construction and educational programs, including, but not limited to, biotechnology,
information technology, allied health, or other identified areas of critical need. The Agency for Workforce
Innovation and CEPRI shall jointly submit a report of their findings and recommendations by December 31,
2004, to the Governor, the President of the Senate, and the Speaker of the House of Representatives.

Background

The Florida Council for Education Policy, Research and Improvement (CEPRI) has conducted
several studies recently on workforce education/apprenticeship programs, patticulatly on state
funding for these programs. These studies highlighted the importance of workforce education
programs, which include certificate, associate degree and apprenticeship training, in meeting the
needs of Florida’s economy.

0 A New Emphasis and Funding Methodology for Adult and Career Education (January 2004)

0O Evaluation of the Role of Community Colleges and School Districts in Apprenticeship
Programs (February 2002)

0 Workforce Development Education Cost/Reimbursement Analysis (December 2001)
0 Workforce Development Funding Issues (December 2000)

The Agency for Workforce Innovation (AWI) provides a wealth of information on the workforce
needs for the state and for the regions of Florida through their Labor Market Statistics office.
Occupational employment projections and wage data are produced annually and forecast the future
employment levels for specific industry and occupational categories in Florida. The most recent
employment projections are through 2011. The employment projections provide information on
growth rate as well as annual openings. The educational training required for the occupations is also
provided from both a federal list and from the Florida Department of Education. These data are



produced for the state, for the 24 workforce regions, and for counties with employment greater than
100,000.

Policy Issues

A skilled workforce is critical to Florida’s ability to remain competitive in a global, knowledge-based
economy. Congruence between the needs of Florida’s employers and the skilled training provided
by Florida’s education providers is essential for meeting the economic and workforce development
needs of the State. The need for skilled workers in Florida will be significant. Among the fastest
growing jobs, most require at least one year of postsecondary training.

Florida is among the nation’s leaders in the availability of data to assess the supply of and demand
for skilled workers. Through the Agency for Workforce Innovation’s labor statistics and the
Department of Education’s student databases, the tools for an analysis of workforce needs are
readily available.

Assessing the state’s current capacity to meet workforce needs requires that the following policy
questions be examined:

1) By overall state and workforce region, what occupations have the fastest growth and
most annual openings among those that require long-term on-the-job training or one to
two years of postsecondary training in a certificate or associate degree program? What is
the demand for programs in construction, biotechnology, information technology and
allied health?

2) Of these occupations, does the occupation qualify by state or regional criteria as a high-
wage, high-skill occupation? If not, does a critical need for this occupation exist (as
evidenced by a significant number of annual openings)?

3) Of these occupations, can an apprenticeship training program be used to provide the
skills training?
4) For these occupations, what skilled training is available by public and private providers

for occupations of critical need or those meeting the high wage, high skill criteria? Do
these training opportunities meet the local training needs?

In addition to the supply and demand analysis, the agencies sought to examine the long-term
employment outcomes of completers of apprenticeship programs compared to certificate programs
in districts and colleges. Apprenticeship programs are industry-sponsored programs that provide a
workforce training program that includes on-the-job training experience combined with related
training instruction in the classroom. The apprenticeship sponsor may be provided with assistance
from community colleges or school districts in their training programs. In comparison, certificate
programs at colleges and districts only provide a classroom training component. For comparison of
these two types of programs, the following policy questions were examined:

5) For occupations in which both apprenticeship training and certificate/degree programs
are provided in the state, how do the immediate and long-term employment outcomes
differ for the two types of training?

6) What is the value-added of the program completions by type of program, as measured by
the pre-completion employment outcomes and the post-completion outcomes?



Data Sources and Methodology

Addressing policy questions 1 through 4 required an analysis of the employment projections of the
Agency for Workforce Innovation’s Labor Market Statistics office and the programs offerings and
completions in programs which train for the occupations. Employment projections are available by
the 24 workforce regions through 2011. AWI and CEPRI focused on occupations requiring long-
term on the job training or postsecondary education of up to two years and/or those occupations
for which apprenticeship training is possible. A snapshot of each workforce region was produced
that identified the following:

O Occupations that currently have training programs either in apprenticeship or workforce
education programs offered by public and private providers along with an estimate of the
local production of trained workers for those occupations.

O  Occupations for which no training is currently provided regionally.

O High skill, high wage occupations and occupations of critical need to the state for which no
training opportunities currently exist, using procedures and definitions developed by the
Workforce Estimating Conference (Florida Statutes s. 216.136 (9)).

For policy questions 5 and 6, the employment outcomes of programs completions from district and
college programs and apprenticeship programs was tracked using unemployment wage database
records. The Florida Department of Education provided data on student demographics, program
completions, study demographics and employment wages for district, college and apprenticeship
programs.






SECTION 1
Supply and Demand Analysis of Florida’s Skilled Workforce

A comprehensive review of the workforce training needs and the programs, enrollments, and
completions in related training programs was possible using the data from the Agency for
Workforce Innovation’s Labor Market Statistics and the Florida Department of Education’s
databases on public and private certificate and degree programs. This analysis examines whether
there is unmet demand for skilled workers in each of Florida’s 24 workforce regions.

Methodology

An estimate of “unmet demand” for trained workers in certain occupations was calculated by
compiling data on the demand for workers requiring workforce training (projected average annual openings
through 2011) and the supply of skilled workers (program offerings, enrollments, and completions from
district, community college and private programs, including apprenticeship). The occupations
examined were limited to those on the regional targeted occupations lists that require long-term on-
the-job training through a two-year degree program. The data used in this analysis included:

0 Workforce Demand
o Occupational employment projections through 2011 for Florida’s 24 workforce
regions, mean wages for 2004, and whether the occupations were in an Enterprise
Florida, Inc. Key Sector
o Data Source: Agency for Workforce Innovation

o Workforce Supply
o Number of workforce training programs, program enrollments, and program
completions, offered by district, college, apprenticeship, and/or private providers.
o Data Source: Florida Department of Education

Data Limitations

Several limitations to this methodology and the data sources should be noted:

1. This analysis represents a snapshot of program completions in 2003-04 from public
providers of workforce training. Variations in the number of completions may occur from
year to year.

2. Data on program completions from private providers of workforce training is not included.
There is a lack of reliable and complete information on the program completers from these
programs. Also, data on completers from bachelor’s degree programs is not included. Many
openings may actually be filled by these completers as well (e.g., registered nurses require an
associate’s degree or a bachelor’s degree for licensure).

3. Many of the program completions from the district, college and private programs may not
be entering the workforce to fill the projected annual openings. Some of the reported



completions may represent training being sought by incumbent workers who are already
employed in the field.

4. Finally, there is no reliable estimate of the number of positions being filled by persons
trained in other states for the annual openings.

Supply and Demand for Skilled Workers

An assessment of the need for new programs required a calculation of “unmet demand” based on
the number of program completions and the average annual openings for targeted occupations in
each of the 24 workforce regions. To quickly summarize this calculation of “unmet demand”, a
color-coded summary grid of all occupations targeted in at least one workforce region was
developed. Table 1 displays this color-coded summary of the “unmet demand” for skilled workers
by occupation and workforce region (see Appendix A). The occupations are sorted by the industry
(construction, health, education, information technology, critical need, and all other targeted). This
grid may be interpreted using the following summary:

> Potential Over-supply of Training Opportunities — BLUE
O Blue areas indicate that program completions exceed average annual openings in the
workforce region.
= Light blue shading: +1 to +19 over-supply
* Dark blue shading: +20 or more over-supply

> Potential Under-supply of Training Opportunities — RED and PURPLE
o Red cells identify areas in which az least one training program exists and average annual
openings exceed program completions.
» Pink shading: -1 to -19 under-supply
= Dark red shading: -20 or more under-supply
o Purple cells identify areas in which o fraining program is offered and average annual
openings exceed program completions.
* Medium purple shading: 1 to 19 openings, no program
* Dark purple shading: 20 or more openings, no program

A review of these targeted industries reveals areas of under- and over-supply that should be
examined when seeking to expand workforce training opportunities. However, there is one note of
caution when reviewing this summary. Completions from private providers of training are
not included. Also, completers from public and private four-year universities are filling
many of the annual job openings for these occupations. For example, a large percentage of
registered nurses in Florida come from four-year bachelor’s degree programs. Therefore, workforce
supply will be underestimated for many occupations.

The trends displayed in Table 1 are summarized by occupation areas below:

Construction occupations

Thirty-six occupations are targeted in at least one workforce region, 16 of which are targeted in all
24 regions. Many construction occupations may currently have a shortage of workers trained to fill



the projected job openings. Some of the occupations that should be reviewed based on a potential
under-supply of workers in several workforce regions are:

Construction managers,

Electrical and electronic engineering technicians,
Surveying and mapping technicians,

Carpenters,

Operating engineers/construction equipment operators,
Electricians,

Painters, construction and maintenance,
Plumbers, pipefitters and steamfitters,

Roofers,

Sheet metal workers,

Telecommunications line installers and repairers.

Several other occupations may have a potential under-supply in a few workforce regions and their
program offering should be further examined, such as glaziers, heating/ AC/refrigeration repaiters,
maintenance and repair workers, machinists and electrical power-line installers and repairers.

Health Sciences occupations

Twenty three occupations are targeted in at least one workforce region, 13 of which are targeted in
all 24 workforce regions. Registered nurses are clearly in the most critical need among the health
sciences professions. Other occupations with a potential under-supply of trained workers in several
workforce regions are:

Medical and health services managers,
Respiratory therapists,

Medical and clinical laboratory technologists,
Medical and clinical laboratory technicians,
Radiologic technologists and technicians,
Medical assistants,

Licensed practical nurses,

Medical secretaries.

Two occupations show a situation in which an oversupply situation might exist — emergency medical
technicians/paramedics and nurses aides/ordetlies/attendants. The latter may appear to have an
over-supply; however, this is an occupation with a considerable turnover and that may not be
reflected in this unmet need calculation.

Information Technology occupations

Eleven information technology occupations are targeted in at least one workforce region, five of
which are targeted in all 24 workforce regions. The following programs may experience an under-
supply situation in several workforce regions:

= Computer programmers,



= Computer software engineers,
* Computer support specialists,
* Computer systems analysts.

All Other occupations

The only critical need occupation identified was childcare worker. Potential under-supply of trained
workers exists in most workforce regions. Among the remaining occupations, there are several
managerial occupations for which a potential under-supply occurs in most workforce regions.
However, many of these positions may be filled by four-year degree completers as well. An over-
supply of firefighters, correctional officers/jailers, and police/sheriff’s patrol officers occurs in most
workforce regions.

24 Workforce Regions

A more detailed picture of each workforce region is provided in Tables 2a-x (see Appendix A).
Each workforce region has a separate table for the targeted occupations in the region that require
long term on-the-job training through an associate’s degree program. The data for each region
provides an in-depth summary of the workforce supply and demand situation with information on
mean wage, average annual openings, and program information (number of programs, enrollment
and completions) in public community colleges and districts. The number of private training
programs is also listed.

In addition, a color-coded summary of the availability of apprenticeship training opportunities is
provided in Table 3 (see Appendix A). While there are scattered apprenticeship programs across
the state, the vast majority serve five major workforce regions. Workforce regions 8, 12, 14, 15, and
22 account for 63 percent of the total completions from apprenticeship programs in 2003-04 (See
Appendix C for a list of the workforce regions). Many occupations and workforce regions may have
a program, but the output from the program is low. More than one-third of the current registered
apprenticeship programs, a total of 191 programs, did not have a single program completion in
2003-04.
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SECTION 2

Employment Outcomes Analysis of Apprenticeship, District
and Community College Program Completers

A secondary research question for this study involves an examination of the employment outcomes
resulting from completion of a postsecondary apprenticeship or certificate program. Data available
from the Florida Department of Education, including the Florida Education and Training Placement
Information, allows for analysis of pre-completion and post-completion outcomes of workforce
education programs.

The research goal was to examine the pre- and post-completion employment outcomes for two
different types of program completers. Data was collected on the following two groups:

1) Registered apprenticeship program completers from July 1, 1999 to June 30, 2000 (from
the Apprenticeship Information Management System database);

2) District and community college postsecondary adult vocational (PSAV) program
completers in 1999-00 academic year (from Florida Department of Education student
databases).

For direct comparison of similar programs, data collection was limited to occupations for which
both apprenticeship and certificate programs completers were produced in 1999-00 (only
apprenticeship programs with at least 15 completers were included). As a result of small numbers of
completers in some apprenticeship programs, a comparison by workforce region was not possible.
The employment analysis is based on 1,245 apprenticeship completers and 4,619 completers from
district and college certificate programs.

Demographics

The vast majority of apprentices in Florida are training in the male-dominated construction trades.
As Table 4 shows, few females are involved

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that assumption. The mean age at completion for apprenticeship completers was 32.4 years, only
slightly higher than for college/district completers (32.0 years).

Employment Outcomes Analysis

Routine analysis of program completions has always indicated that immediate post-employment
wages for apprenticeship programs exceed those of college/district programs. However, such
analyses have often been criticized as a comparison of apples and oranges. The longer program
lengths and on-the-job component of the apprenticeship program gave their completers an
advantage in post-completion wages. Program lengths for apprenticeship programs are much longer
than certificate programs which are typically about one year in length. In Appendix B, Table 5 lists
the program lengths by occupation for Florida’s apprenticeship programs.

AWI and CEPRI sought to create a research project which would address these concerns in two
ways. First, by examining pre- and post-completion outcomes, the “value-added” by the program
could be assessed. Second, the employed outcomes will be examined for a longer period of time,
tracking the 1999-00 completer through the third quarter of 2003.

Table 6 in Appendix B shows the pre- and post-employment outcomes (percent employed and
mean wages) for the apprenticeship and district/college completers by gender. Overall, the increase
in mean quarterly wages from 1993 to 2003 for the apprenticeship cohort was $5,945, compared to
$4,518 for district/college completers. The percent employed was 57 percent for apprenticeship in
1993, compared to 77 percent in 2003.  For district/college completers, the percent employed
increased from 39 percent to 73 percent over the same period. The wage differential between male
and female completers is considerable, but expected, given the large percentage of female students in
the child care workers field. The mean quarterly wage increase for male apprenticeship completers
was $6,554, compared to $2,261 for females; and $5,084 for male district/college completers
compared to $2,374 for females.

Pre- and Post-Completion Comparison

For a direct comparison of pre- and post-completion outcomes for apprenticeship and
district/college completers, the analysis was limited to the seven occupations for which at least 50
apprenticeship completers were reported in 1999-00 — child care workers, heating/ AC/refrigeration
mechanics and installers, electrical power-line installers and repairers, electricians, plumbers/pipe
fitters/steamfitters, carpenters, and sheet metal workers.

Table 7 displays the percent employed prior to program completion and at two points in time (2000
and 2003) following program completion for these occupations. With the exception of child care
workers, the percent found employed was greater for apprenticeship completers than for
district/college. Sixty five percent of district/college child care workers were found employed in the
third quarter of 2000 compared to 52 percent of apprenticeship completers. An important caveat
regarding employment should be noted — it is not known if the employment for these completed
was related to their training program.

adjusted increase in wages over time.

The earnings differential between apprenticeship and district/college completers decreases over
time, but still exists three years following program completion (with the exception of childcare

workers).

0 For all occupations except child care workers, the 2003 mean earnings for apprenticeship

completers exceed those of district/college completers.

0 However, the gap in earnings decreases in the third quarter of 2003 compared to 2000. For
example, the immediate mean earnings for an apprenticeship electrician were $8,978 in 2000,
compared to $6,716 for a district/college electrician, a difference of $2,262. This wage gap
decreases in 2003, where the difference in earnings between apprenticeship and

district/college completers was $857.

Overall, the data in this table demonstrates the value-added by both apprenticeship and
district/college training programs. The largest increase in earnings, pre- to post-completion, was for
electrical power-line installers and repairers. An apprenticeship completer in this program had an
average earnings increase of $8,443 from 1996 to 2000, or more than $33,000 per year. The smallest
gap was for child care workers. Similarly, district/college completers in electrical power-line
programs had a mean quarterly earnings increase of $4,164. While the increase was not as great as
for apprenticeship completers, these completers almost doubled their earnings from about $20,000
per year to $40,000.
